Travel information
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St. Hilda’s College is easily accessible by train or bus. Buses from London and the airports stop
a short distance from the college (in St. Clements — see map) as do park and ride buses (400 to
Thornhill park and ride), local buses and buses from the station (400, alight St. Clements;

5, alight first stop on Cowley Rd). The railway station is a short bus or taxi ride from the
college. It can be reached on foot in approximately 20-25 minutes.

Car parking is extremely difficult to find in Oxford and much of the city centre is closed to
traffic. Please do consider using public transport if you can. Otherwise, Thornhill Park and
Ride is the most convenient for St. Hilda’s (for details see www.oxfordbus.co.uk).
