The earl (comes, consul, cuens,
contor, eorl, jarlla) was a constant
factor in English and Anglo-
Scandinavian aristocratic society in
Britain in the high middle ages,
and, if we want to see the more
ducal figures of ealdormen and
mormaers as comparable ante-
cedents, then the same would apply
to Scottish society and to the earlier
middle ages.

There has been much recent work
on the subject of the earl by a
variety of historians working in
several periods over the past
decade. The colloquium is intended
to form the basis of the first com-
prehensive assessment of the
subject of the earl since Ellis’s
Earldoms in Fee (1963). It will be
the first ever serious academic
colloquium devoted to it.
