   

 
The Oxford Centre for European History welcomes a wide range of postdoctoral scholars and senior academics who wish to contribute to and participate in the work of the Centre. Applicants should complete the Visitor Programme Application Form and send it with a separate sheet detailing the planned research activity or programme, along with a letter of support from an established full member of the Faculty of History and a current copy of your CV to the OCEH Administrator at the email address below. 
The deadline for receipt of applications is at least one term before the planned visit, so that a visitor hoping to come in Hilary (spring) term should submit the application by the preceding Michaelmas (autumn) deadline at the latest, visitors hoping to come in Trinity (summer) term should submit the application by the preceding Hilary deadline, and so on.  
Applicants must secure independent funding for accommodation and living expenses for the period of their proposed visit and are asked to pay a termly charge of £250 per 3-month term (or £800 for 12 months), as a standard bench fee. This fee includes all access to Faculty facilities, the issue of a University card giving access to the Bodleian libraries, and an IT account and email address giving access to the libraries' online resources, and placing them on the Faculty circulation list. Our bench fees contribute towards the administrative costs of registering and welcoming visiting researchers, as well as providing them with the above resources, and as such they cannot be waived. Unfortunately, we are unable to assist with finding accommodation, college association, and travel or visa arrangements.
